Summary: Massachusetts College of Art and Design {(MassArt) is a public college
offering undergraduate and graduate programs in art and design. MassArt

has been diverting pre-consumer food waste in the kitchen prep area since
February, 2012. In October of 2014 MassArt rolled out compost collection of
post-consumer cafeteria waste. MassArt and Chartwells, their foodservice
provider, have worked collaboratively to implement a comprehensive waste
diversion program that captures compostable and recyclable materials both in
their kitchen prep area and in their cafeteria.

Profile: MassArt has a single dining facility
that serves approximately 4,500 meals daily

Because all food is served on disposable serviceware or in to-go containers, each day the
cafeteria generates more than four yards of waste, most of which could be composted or
recycled.
